Resolution 09-29

A Resolution of the Board of Commissioners of Ronald Wastewater District

Approving A Program to Repair or Replace Side Sewers to Reduce Infiltration and Inflow and Thereby Conserve Sewer Capacity.

WHEREAS, the District has conducted an analysis of the sources of Infiltration and Inflow (I/I) into the District’s Sewer System; and

WHEREAS, a Project Summary Report for Basin RON 002 I/I Removal Pilot Project was completed in October of 2004.  This report summarizes a 74% peak flow I/I reduction, and that propelled the District into action to replace aging private side sewers; and  


WHEREAS, analysis and study shows that failing, aging and improper connections to private side sewers are the single biggest contributor to I/I; and


WHEREAS, analysis and study further shows that replacement of these private side sewers is an efficient and cost-effective way to reduce I/I; and


WHEREAS, reduction of I/I provides significant long-term benefits to the District and its customers, as well as to the City of Edmonds and to King County Wastewater, including but not limited to conserving sewer capacity, saving the useful life of existing treatment facilities, pipelines, and lift stations, deferring the date when existing treatment facilities, pipelines and lift stations will need to be repaired or replaced, reducing the risk of sewer backups into customers’ residences and businesses and resulting in fewer claims against the District,  and  reducing the incidents of pollution resulting from (a) overflowing sewers discharging into nearby bodies of water such as lakes, streams or Puget Sound; and (b) failing side sewers overflowing sewage onto private or public property and/or leaking sewage into the groundwater; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners hereby finds that it is in the best financial and environmental interests of the District to repair or replace failing private side sewers at the District’s sole expense, subject to the consent of and right of entry granted by the property owner; and


WHEREAS, the District has no donative intent with respect to the private property owners whose side sewers will be repaired or replaced, and any benefit to such private property owners is not intended by the District, but rather incidental to the furtherance of the District’s own purposes and the interests of the Districts’ customers as a whole; 


WHEREAS, the Attorney General of Washington has issued a formal written opinion (AGO 2009 No. 5) that determined that the District has the constitutional and statutory authority to use public funds to implement the District’s side sewer replacement program, which does not constitute an impermissible gift of public funds; and


WHEREAS, the District will administer the side sewer replacement program subject to written criteria contained in the District’s Rules and Regulations Governing the Operation of the District’s Sewerage Facilities, as amended.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Ronald Wastewater District, that the District’s Side Sewer Replacement Program is hereby adopted and the General Manager and staff is directed to carry out the Program as defined herein.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of the Ronald Wastewater District, that all prior work by the District or its contractors in furtherance of the Side Sewer Replacement Program is hereby ratified and approved.
