Additions to the Agenda

Item 11c was moved to the front of the agenda by President McKinley.  See 11c for discussion.

3.

Secretary’s Report – Katherine Claeys

The meeting minutes from the December 3, 2004 Board of Director’s meeting were presented by outgoing Secretary Katherine Claeys.  A motion to approve, with no revisions, was made by Bob Brock and seconded by Dave Mandyke.  The motion passed unanimously.

4.

Treasurer’s Report – Dave Mandyke

The Treasurer’s report was presented by Dave Mandyke.  A budget summary through December 31 was distributed, and various line items were discussed relative to budget and current position.  Income was reported as $99,773.57, or 90 percent of budgeted amount.  Expenses were $106,457.83, or 83 percent of budget.  Ending cash on hand was $126,116.99, or 102 percent of budget.  A motion to approve was made by Roger Flint and seconded by Jill Marilley.  Motion passed unanimously.
a.
Dick McKinley led a discussion and reviewed the 2005 budget.  A copy was included in the Board Packet.

b.
Dick stated that the two certificates of deposit (CDs) will come due at two different times during the year and will need to be renewed.  Dave Mandyke suggested that they be moved to Bank America where our checking account is.  A motion was made by Roger Flint to authorize the Treasurer to roll over the two CDs as they become due at the bank of his choice if the rates are close to what is offered by our current bank.  Motion was seconded by Jill Marilley and passed unanimously.

c.
There was discussion about transferring $10,000 from the checking account to the endowment fund.  $10,000 had been transferred from the endowment fund in November to cover a shortfall in cash on hand.  A motion was made by Jill Marilley to transfer $10,000 from checking to the endowment fund. Motion was seconded by Roger Flint and passed unanimously.

Vice President’s Report – Catherine Claeys

Catherine explained that her main goal this year is to improve upon outreach to students who are interested in pursuing a career in public works and encourage their membership and involvement in APWA.  She will be hosting a luncheon Thursday, January 13, to discuss careers in public works.

President’s Report – Dick McKinley

Dick McKinley led a discussion regarding reinstituting the Area Meeting East. The Area Meeting East will be held this year in Moses Lake on June 3 in conjunction with the Board of Directors meeting.

Dick discussed the material included in the Board packet regarding Continuing Education Credits (CEU).  CEUs will now be available at the conferences, beginning with the spring conference in Tacoma. The responsibility for insuring that they are available will lie with the conference host committee.

Delegate’s Report – Craig Olson
a.
Craig led a discussion on the Benevolence fund and a request for donations that has been received.  Bill Goodwin suggested a policy be developed.  A discussion ensued about the need for a policy and if the Board felt it is appropriate to make donations on behalf of the Chapter or if the requests should be passed on to the membership for individual action.  Dick McKinley raised the issue of spending taxpayer dollars derived through memberships in this manner and if it was appropriate.  Roger Flint expressed concerns that the development of a policy might actually spur requests for donations.  After much discussion the following policy was developed by consensus.  “People in the Chapter can bring forward requests for help and they will be posted on the Chapter website.”  Discussion was held about how this and other policies are memorialized.  Dick McKinley stated that the Vice President is the keeper of all policy documents.

Committee Reports
a.
Scholarship Committee - Dick McKinley reported that the committee was in need of a new Chair.  Dan Dawson suggested that an existing committee member may have interest in becoming the Chair.  Bob Brock of the membership committee will send an e-mail to the Membership Committee regarding under-utilized agency memberships.  A discussion was held regarding updating the agency membership lists.

Transportation Committee – It was reported that the Transportation Committee will meet Wednesday at the Leavitt Building in Bellevue.

a.
50th Anniversary Celebration - The City of Los Angeles video “A Day Without Public Works” was shown by Dick McKinley as an example of a video that could be developed in conjunction with the Chapter’s 50th Anniversary celebration.  In Jack Pittis’ absence Bob Moorhead discussed the business plan contained in the Board Packet and ways to market our 50th anniversary.  A motion was made by Roger Flint to approve the list of marketing items contained in the Board Packet, with the exception of items five and seven.  The motion was amended to delete the calendar and the DVD and seconded by Jill Marilley.  Discussion was held on the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Dan Dawson offered the creative services of OTAK.  The 50th Anniversary Committee members were identified as Dick McKinley, Katherine Claeys, Bill Goodwin, Al Grieve and Jack Pittis.

Awards - Dick McKinley briefed the Board on the Awards Committee item in the Board Packet.    Bill Goodwin mentioned the various awards given out by the Committee.

c.
Transportation Partnership Meeting on January 4th – Pete De Bolt passed out discussion materials and reported on the January 4 meeting that was held to present the need for transportation funding to Representative Edward Murray.  The meeting was well attended by about 120 people.  Representative Murray did not feel that the transportation funding issue would advance very far this legislative session.  The representative stated that work on the issue must start well in advance of the session, in June or July.  Pete will keep the Board updated on the progress of the transportation funding bill.  He encouraged the Board to work with their local Chambers of Commerce on the local options package.  Included as local options are a ten cent gas tax, modification of RTID funding and legislative changes to provide funding for sound Transit.  Craig Olson commented on the State’s budget shortfall and the various challenges facing this legislative session.

d.
Public Works Institute Proposal – John Ostrowski was absent so no report was available.  Dick McKinley reported on the efforts to make John's Public Works director training program a National program.
