Additions to Agenda

Dan Dawson asked to discuss a joint meeting with WTS.  This was added as Item c under New Business.

3.
Tacoma Conference Report – Tina Nelson
Tina reported that there are 351 registrations and 72 exhibitors.  360 have bought tickets for the Wednesday luncheon.  Two weeks ago there were only 140 registered.  She also provided an overview of the speakers and events scheduled for the conference.
Tina also requested permission to discuss making Division 199 of the WSDOT spec book its own book.  This would allow more local agency options.  Tina reviewed the history of Division 199 and stated that local programs would support hiring a person to rewrite this division.  She asked for guidance on who has authority to make recommendations to local programs on this issue.  Discussion followed, with Randy Witt asking if the Board has authority to make this change and what the timeline for the change is.  Dan Dawson suggested that the committee most familiar with this item be tasked with making the decision.  Dick McKinley asked about branding opportunities.  Craig Olson reminded the Board that this is important and that we must stay actively engaged in this issue.  It was decided that the committee make the decision, and Tina was assigned to report back to the Board.

Secretary’s Report – Dave Mandyke

The minutes from the January 7, 2005 Board Meeting in Issaquah were presented by Secretary Dave Mandyke.  A motion was made by John Akers to approve and seconded by Katherine Claeys.  The motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report – Mike Terrell

Copies of the Treasurer’s report dated April 6, 2005 were provided to all in attendance.  Treasurer Mike Terrell stated that the report has been converted to National’s format using their line item numbers.  He stated the Chapter started the year with a beginning balance of $126,141.47 and ended the period with $119,405.78.  The difference is primarily due to unrealized conference revenue and should improve with revenue receipts from this conference.  He also discussed moving all the accounts to Bank of America for easier access and reporting.  A motion was made by Randy Witt to approve the report and seconded by Dan Dawson.  The motion passed unanimously.

Vice President’s Report – Katherine Claeys

Catherine discussed the program at Congress with regards to women in APWA.  Catherine also reported on the planning for the Chapter dinner with the Oregon Chapter at Congress in addition to updating the Conference Guidelines.  She discussed C.E.U.’s and called for nominations for the June Rosentreter Spence award to be given out at the Yakima conference in October.  Nominations should be sent to Dick McKinley.  Dan Dawson is developing the program for the Annual Public Works Week luncheon to be held in Seattle on May 17.  The keynote speaker will be Grace Crunican, Seattle Director of Transportation.  A discussion was held regarding National insurance requirements and Dick McKinley announced that Tom Skillings has agreed to chair the Scholarship Committee.  The Vice President’s report was accepted.

50th Anniversary Celebration Update – Jack Pittis provided an update on the Celebration activities and confirmed that the Chapter will have 50th Anniversary label pins.

Chapter Dues – President McKinley convened a discussion regarding Chapter dues.  At $10.00 per member, approximately $11,000 would be raised annually for the Chapter.  Jill Marilley recapped her experience with ASCE chapter dues.  Bill Goodwin stated that the Chapter by laws will need to be amended.  John Akers made a motion to move forward on implementing a $10.00 per member annual Chapter dues to be collected by National and that the by laws be amended as necessary.  Motion Seconded by Dan Dawson and approved unanimously.

1) October 4-7, 2005 Yakima Convention Center – Dick McKinley reported that arrangements for the Yakima Conference is on schedule and promises to be an excellent event.
2) March 28-31, 2006 Vancouver Convention Center – Joint with Oregon – Katherine Claeys said representatives from the Oregon chapter are at this conference to observe and that we will be using the Washington conference format.

Following discussion this item was referred to the Past Presidents Council for their evaluation and recommendations.

Dan Dawson talked about the opportunity for the Women’s Transportation Seminar (WTS) being more involved with APWA.  WTS is hosting a meeting the 1st week of June at the World Trade Center and has requested access to the APWA mailing list.  A motion was made and approved by consensus to authorize John Carpita to send an e mail notification of the event as opposed to allowing access to the Chapter data base.
