Treasurer’s Report (Jay Burney and Tina Nelson)

Tina distributed copies the final budget summary report for 2006.  A copy of the 2006 ledger was available for anyone interested in reviewing each transaction.   

Tina reported that the budget for 2007, due to APWA Nationals on December 15, was submitted on December 18 due to inclement weather power outage, and was accepted by Nationals as an on time submittal.  The yearly 1099 information due to APWA Nationals on January 15, was submitted yesterday January 11, 2007.  Tina provided the Audit team with the ledger, transaction back-up information, check book etc. for the audit to take place.  

Only a few transactions have taken place in 2007.  She provided copies of the 2007 ledger balance sheet and the first budget summary report for 2007.  On 1/10/2007 the Chapter had $178,268.08 in assets, distributed as follows:
